E The former Otaru Branch

of the Nihon Yusen Co.
(Built in 1906 and currently designated
as a National Heritage Structure)

This building that once housed one of
Japan's major shipping companies, is an
imposing stone-built European-style
structure with an impressive interior that
has been faithfully restored.

A The Bank of Japan Otaru
Museum (Built in 1912)

Designed by the architect Tatsuno Kingo,
who also designed the bank's head office
and the red-brick Tokyo Station. A
beautifully shaped, solemn, renaissance-
style brick-built structure (exterior in
stone) with 5 large and small domes, etc.
Used as the branch office until its closure
in Sept. 2002, now open as a Financial
Document Museum. Location: Ironai

Former Temiya Line
(Important cultural asset. Opened in
1880)

Hokkaido’s first and Japan’s third railway
line, linking Otaru (Temiya) with Sapporo.
Built for the purpose of transporting coal
produced in Horonai, via the port of Otaru.
The role of the Temiya Line came to an
end in 1985, after which it was reborn as a
spot familiar with both locals and tourists.
